Who are you and where do you come from?
I’m Peperomia caperata, originally from the Brazilian 
rainforest, just like 116 other Peperomia species. By the 
way, Peru has the most Peperomia species, a whopping 
405!

How would you describe yourself?
I have a beautiful shape, if I do say so myself. Nicely round 
and compact. My leaves are graceful and sturdy, which is 
where my charm lies. I have siblings with slightly different 
leaf colours, such as grey and red. Besides that, I’m very 
easy-going.

What makes you an easy plant?
I’m pretty relaxed. I look good as I am and don’t need to 
grow much more. So you don’t have to give me much 
water, and plant food isn’t necessary. Just give me a nice 
warm spot in the living room, and I’ll be fine. Unless...

Unless what?
Unless my potting soil is too wet because I don’t handle 
that well. Not everyone knows this, but I’m an epiphyte. 
In the wild, I grow on tree trunks. I get regular moisture, 
but it always drains away—there’s never excess water. My 
thick leaves help me store a bit of moisture, so I don’t dry 
out easily. I’m a semi-succulent, so give me a small sip of 
water when my potting soil is almost dry again.

Do you have other fears besides ‘fear of water’?
I belong to the Piperaceae family, also known as the 
pepper family. Piper nigrum is a well-known relative, 
where black pepper comes from. I’m not a delicacy for 
humans, but I’m edible. Dogs and cats might take a nibble 
from me every now and then. That’s completely safe for 
them, but it sometimes startles me.

Who doesn’t know the aquatic plants from water plant 
nursery R. Moerings? But how exactly does growing 
aquatic plants work? I’m extremely curious. Dolf Verbakel 
lives next to the company and has been working with 
his hands in the water for over thirty years. On a sunny 
spring day, he shows what it takes to become the 
European market leader in aquatic plants. You can read 
all about it in this EXTRA EXTENSIVE grower’s report.

I step into a bright, modern hall. Around me, trolleys are 
ready with orders that will be delivered this afternoon, 
including to Javado. At this point, it looks like any other 
nursery, but that changes as soon as we enter the 
greenhouses, because that’s where the game with water 
begins.

I’ll get to that later. First, I’m curious about how it all 
started, so I ask Dolf. 
In the early 1990s, founder Ronald Moerings worked for his 
uncle, who had a small aquatic plant nursery. That’s where 
he learned the trade, and he was immediately captivated. 
At that time, there were many small aquatic plant nurseries, 
but Ronald had a vision: with cleaned pots and a clear 
presentation on the shop fl oor, aquatic plants wouldn’t 
just be muddy pots of sludge ordered only by landscapers 
and true pond enthusiasts. Instead, everyone could enjoy 
aquatic plants. “A water plant in every hand” remains the 
motto to this day.

He and I started our own nursery together—two ambitious 

young men ready to conquer the market. He dared to 
invest in a well-thought-out garden centre concept, and 
it turned out to be a success. Soon, large customers 
came knocking. We had everything needed for success, 
except the space for a larger nursery. What we did next 
was unique. Far away in the south of the Netherlands, we 
found the perfect location for our plans. Together with fi ve 
employees, we made the move. Houses were sold, and 
wives quit their jobs to build a new life elsewhere in the 
Netherlands. That shows real passion for aquatic plants, 
doesn’t it?

Unfortunately, our remarkable story doesn’t end here. In 
2015, the ever-positive and energetic Ronald Moerings 
tragically lost his life in a traffi  c accident. An incredible 
shock. Suddenly, I lost my friend, and Fiona lost her 
husband. Moreover, Fiona unexpectedly became the 
owner of a large nursery. The way she handled this was 
truly admirable. With courage, dedication, and the same 
positivity as Ronald, she emerged as a skilled entrepreneur. 
You can understand how proud we are to now be the 
pioneering European market leader.

Absolutely! When you say pioneering, what do you 
mean? 
We are highly motivated to honour our status. Of course, 
our product quality must be top-notch. That takes a lot of 
eff ort. Our assortment is incredibly broad, and to obtain the 
right young plants, we must be versatile. Some plants are

Dolf Verbakel
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A pond works wonders for biodiversity
Water is the most important addition you can make to your garden to 
enhance biodiversity. Ponds provide a refuge for many animals, from 
amphibians like frogs and newts to aquatic insects, garden birds, mammals, 
and fl ying insects. It usually takes only a few weeks for the fi rst visitors to 
appear.

Many animals, including bees, birds, and hedgehogs, use ponds to drink. 
They rest on water lilies, stones, or other aquatic plants. But water is not 
just for drinking. Birds love to bathe in the pond to keep themselves clean 
and regulate their body temperature during hot periods. Honeybees collect 
water to cool their hive in summer and maintain the right humidity levels. 
They also use it to prepare food for young bees in the hive.

At R. Moerings, they have noticed that 
since the Covid period, ponds have 
become very popular. The natural garden, 
fi lled with lush plants, is a major trend, 
and a biodiverse garden is not complete 
without a pond. As a result, the number of 
water plants sold has increased and has 
remained at a high level since 2022.

Themed six-packs are selling very well, 
such as the ‘Say Hello To Oxygen’ pack 
with oxygenating plants.
The other themes are, Say Hello To:
- Insects (insect-attracting plants)
- Purity (purifying plants)
- Native plants (native species)
- Colour (colourful plants)
- Fragrance (fragrant plants)

The terracotta pots have a diameter of 
24 cm. They are packed 10 per shelf. 
Available with Hosta and Equisetum.
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produced via tissue culture, others through cuttings, some 
by division, and fi nally, some are grown from seed.
Sustainability is also a major focus. We don’t require much 
heat, except for the water lily greenhouse. We cultivate 
completely peat-free, collect rainwater for reuse in a 
circular system, and employ special creatures to help with 
crop protection. Most are too small to see with the naked 
eye, but I have a surprise for you. Follow me.

We walk through the greenhouses and start at a large 
section that is thirty centimetres deep but currently holds 
no water. Here, the weekly stock of the entire assortment 
is ready to be picked for daily orders. 
On Sunday and Wednesday evenings, we submerge this 
section so the plants can fully absorb water and enter the 
supply chain soaking wet.

Next, we enter another greenhouse. Here, thousands 
of water lilies stand in enormous sections submerged 
in water. That’s when I see what Dolf meant: brightly 
coloured ducks are swimming on the water! 
Our ducks fi lter algae from the water, and if a small worm 
surfaces, they eat that too! The water here is shallower 
than you might expect—nymphaeas are only a few 
centimetres below the surface. This way, the plants receive 
enough light to start growing, and the stems to the leaves 
remain short. When harvesting and selling nymphaeas 
with long stems, there’s a high risk of breakage. Once the 

consumer places the plant on the pond fl oor, it quickly 
adapts.

Meanwhile, cultivation specialist Danny joins us as 
we walk through the greenhouses where marsh and 
oxygenating plants grow in square aquatic plant pots. 
We use an ebb-and-fl ow system. These plants can grow 
in a pond under a layer of water, but to cultivate them, 
we play a game with water. As you see now, they are on 
a dry fl oor. In winter, we keep them relatively dry. As the 
season progresses, we gradually increase their time in 
water. During the day, the fl oor is always dry. This keeps 
the nursery clean and tidy, preventing a muddy mess. 
Additionally, it makes the plants stronger.

In this section, you'll fi nd the oxygenating plants – you 
can recognize them by their pots, which have extra holes. 
These plants excel at absorbing various substances from 
the pond while releasing oxygen in return. They are the 
essential foundation for turning your pond into a crystal-
clear success.

What are the best-selling aquatic plants? 
Oxygenating plants are the foundation. Water lilies are, of 
course, indispensable. Equisetum is an absolute bestseller. 
Our themed six-packs sell very well. Floating plants.

What a fascinating plant Lupinus is; at least, that's what I've always 
thought. Whether I see them in the wild or at the garden centre, they 
always bring a smile to my face. For this feature, I took a deep dive 
into this plant, and I must say, my fascination has only grown.

Lupinus, wolf in sheep’s clothing
The name Lupinus is derived from the Latin word lupus, meaning “wolf.” The name dates back to the 14th century and has 
two possible explanations. One is the belief at the time that the plant would deplete the soil (the opposite is true!). The 
plant was viewed as ravenous, like a wolf.
Another, more likely explanation is that the toxic Lupinus was as dangerous for sheep as a wolf.

Unique soil improver
Lupine has remarkable roots that collaborate with a specifi c type of bacteria living 
in the soil. These bacteria are attracted by chemical signals from the roots, and 
once they reach the roots, nodules form. From that moment, the plant gains a 
superpower: it can draw extra nitrogen from the air and convert it into nutrients. 
The bacteria benefi t as well, receiving sugars from the plant.

This Rhizobium–root nodule symbiosis benefi ts everyone as it extracts nitrogen 
from the environment and improves soil quality.

Toxic or a healthy delicacy?
Lupinus contains alkaloids, natural chemical compounds. When consumed in 
large quantities, these are harmful to humans and animals.
However, Lupinus is eaten by humans, specifi cally varieties like Lupinus 
angustifolius and Lupinus albus, which are very low in alkaloids. The seeds are 
cooked and fermented to remove all harmful substances. Properly prepared 
lupin seeds are highly nutritious and healthy. They are rich in proteins, fi bre, 
and healthy fats.
They can be eaten as a snack, like olives, or added to salads or soup.

fun fact

Do these healthy nutrients remind you of 
legumes? That’s correct! Lupinus belongs to 
the legume family.
