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Interview with a plant

Primula obconica

“l like to grow among stones and shrubs”

Hello Primula obconica, nice to meet you, but I like to
keep some distance.

That’s no longer necessary, you can touch me. We were
indeed once known as the plant you’d rather not touch.
That was due to a little substance called primin. In nature, it
protects us. It is a chemical compound that causes irritation
on contact. Animals that try to eat us quickly learn to stay
away. In the living room, we don’t need that. Already in
2001, the breeder succeeded in creating a series without
the irritating substance. Nowadays, no Primulas grown in
the Netherlands cause itching anymore.

Where do you originally come from?

You might not expect it, because my beautiful flowers look
so delicate, but | come from mountainous areas in China
and the Himalayas. | like to grow among stones and shrubs
— protected from direct sunlight. You can even find me at
3,300 metres above sea level.

Can you tolerate the cold then?

I like cool, but not cold. The mountains where | grow have
a moderate microclimate: it rarely gets really cold. My ideal
temperature is between 12 and 18 degrees. A bit cooler is
fine too, but below 5 degrees is too much for me.

How did you get the beautiful name ‘Obconica’?

When European botanists found me in the Asian
mountains, they immediately saw that | was a Primula.
There are different Primula species, but | am the only

one with a flower base shaped like an ice-cream cone.
Obconica is Latin for “inverted cone”. Thanks to this name,
botanists immediately understand which unique Primula |
am.

Finally, why should people take you home?

When you come across old botanical illustrations and see that a Hosta is depicted, you may

find another name written underneath. For example, Hemerocallis - people initially thought the
plant belonged to that family. Or you might see Funkia, named after Heinrich Christian Funck.
This name was widely used in the 19th century and still appears in old gardening books. In some
parts of Europe, this designation is even used today.

In 1812, the plant was officially named after the botanist Nicolaus Host. Eventually, Hosta was
established as the valid and internationally recognised genus name.

From few to many

There are more than 7,000 Hosta cultivars registered by the American
Hosta Society. Incredible, isn’t it? Especially when you consider that
this small genus consists of only about 25 botanical species.

Heavy rain or too much sun can cause this coating to disappear, turning the leaves
green again.
